The Role of Scientific Knowledge

Scientific knowledge—our understanding of the natural world—is of course
essential in addressing social challenges. However, acquiring such knowledge
alone does not necessarily move us to take action. To be inspired to do
something good, we often require an emotional engagement—something that
appeals to our sense of beauty, value, meaning, or empathy. These motivations
do not always emerge from the pursuit of science itself. Rather, they may arise
through direct encounters and relationships with various forms of Inochi—a
Japanese concept encompassing the sacredness and interconnectedness of all
life—especially in the real-world contexts where challenges must be resolved.
How are the pursuit of truth and the commitment to doing good related?
This salon returns to one of the foundational questions that the Social
Solution Initiative has been exploring since its inception seven years ago. We
will welcome a researcher from the Faraday Institute for Science and
Religion at the University of Cambridge to engage in a multifaceted
discussion that includes perspectives from both science and religion.
